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Thirty year record of distinguished publications in internationally recognized journals, including Demography, Population and Development Review, Science and Population Studies. He was a member of the Editorial Board for the Encyclopedia of Population, just published by Macmillan.
Accomplishments include widely used contributions to the indirect estimation of infant and child mortality, the measurement of fertility, and the demographic impact of the one-child family program in China.
Over the past three decades he has worked with national statistical offices and research institutes in countries throughout Asia, including China, India, Indonesia, Korea and Japan. This is his first visit to Pakistan.
During his years at the East-West Center Dr. Feeney organized many conferences and conducted many seminars and workshops on demographic estimation and related topics.
